create circle identical to previous one drawn

hold down to unconstrain dimension orientation

hold down to switch leader direction

repeat previous dimension offset

start drawing from center

constrain to circle

create ellipse identical to previous one drawn

join line segments by clicking on each in turn

lock in horizontal or vertical direction

specify length by typing a number and Enter

hold down to flip text to other side

hold down to unconstrain second segment

create one-segment leader line

create two-segment leader line

create curved leader line

double-click label text to edit
